Did you know you can subscribe to podcasts? It's free and easy.
Many publications offer free subscriptions to podcasts. Subscribing means that you sign up once to automatically receive each new podcast as it's released. 

iTunes is one of many free programs that makes listening to podcasts easy.

Juice Receiver is another accessible media aggregator that automatically downloads podcasts and media files to your computer or portable device (http://juicereceiver.sourceforge.net/)

Both Firefox and Internet Explorer have RSS aggregators, and can be used to subscribe to a podcast feed. You'll be alerted when new episodes are available, but must download them manually.

Typically, the site offering the podcast will provide "How do I listen to a podcast?" instructions. Essentially, you browse to the site offering the podcast and either click the subscribe link or copy and paste a specified url into the podcast aggregator - juice or whatever you've got.
